A rock in the sea of short-lived trends

Suvretta House, a prestigious member of "Swiss Deluxe Hotels" and "The Leading Hotels of the World", is located at 1850 metres above sea level in pristine natural surroundings with breathtaking views of the forests, mountain peaks and lakes of the Upper Engadine Valley. It is not surprising that numerous guests have been enjoying the comfort and exceptional ambience of Suvretta House for years and that famous celebrities return to this haven of luxury time and time again. In particular, Suvretta House guests appreciate the superbly attentive, individualised service, the many opportunities to withdraw in an atmosphere of peace and tranquillity, the exquisite hospitality, and the abundance of leisure activities and sports that they can pursue.

A brief glance at the beginnings

Suvretta House has a long-standing heritage of upscale hospitality: In 1912, hotel pioneer Anton Sebastian Bon turned his vision of a Grand Hotel in the mountains on the Suvretta Plateau into reality. Suvretta is a Romansch word that means “above the small forest”. Two kilometres away from St. Moritz, far from the hustle and bustle of fast-lane tourism, he built a luxury-class hotel that today has 189 rooms, junior suites, and suites. The hospitable house soon advanced to the stature of one of the leading hotel properties of the world. Many illustrious guests contributed to its renown, including notables such as Egypt’s King Faruk and Japanese Crown Prince Akihito. Russian ballet dance star Vaslav Nijinski staged his last public appearance here in 1919.

Wellness facilities

"Suvretta Sports & Pleasure" is the hotel’s in-house wellness realm. It works wonders on the physical well-being of its guests, offering a broad spectrum of beauty services, sauna worlds, an in-door pool, solariums, massage, and complementary therapies such as Ayurveda and Thalasso. The pool is both modern and timelessly aesthetic, featuring attractions such as a waterfall and an outdoor whirlpool heated to 36°C.

Sports

The quality of relaxation provided by Suvretta House is enriched with a diversified sports programme. In the summer, golf pros help guests improve their swing on a driving range as well as a pitching and putting green. Tennis, badminton, boccia, garden chess, and unabashed lingering on sun terraces with panoramic views of the majestic mountains are available to guests as well.

In the winter, the snowy slopes are directly accessible from the hotel’s doorstep. Suvretta House has a winter sports gear shop, four curling rinks, a fantastic natural ice skating rink, and its own ski, snowboard, and cross-country ski school. The hotel’s private ski lift connects Suvretta House directly with the vast Corviglia skiing area, and at no other resort in St. Moritz can guests ski straight to the hotel entrance.

Suvretta House guests typically bring their skis and hiking gear only once. After their stay, all of their sporting goods are carefully packed and held in safekeeping. This service is appre​ciated by the numerous visitors who have been spending their holidays at the hotel for generations.

Children at Suvretta House

Suvretta House lavishes particular attention on little guests. The in-house kindergarten offers them great fun and games under the supervision of a experienced staff. At the “Teddy Club”, a children’s restaurant, they can enjoy specially prepared meals in the circle of their new-found friends. During the winter season, the children can enroll in the classes of the hotel’s skating and skiing instructors. Every year, a huge ice palace is sculpted in the hotel garden to the delight of the hotel’s youngest guests.

Gastronomy

Regular guests have “their” tables either in the magnificent Grand Restaurant with its impres​sive oak columns and intricately adorned cassette ceiling or in the Mediterranean atmosphere of the Salon Venise.

A beautiful day in Suvretta House is crowned with gourmet delights in the Grand Restau​rant and a nightcap at “Anton’s Bar” (named after hotel founder Anton Bon). The dress code for the evening suggests black-tie attire and festive evening gowns, and guests readily comply, contributing to the elegant atmosphere of the five-star hotel. As a leisurely alternative to the formal Grand Restaurant with its "Cuisine Française", Suvretta House also offers its guests the opportunity to enjoy rediscovered local and regional specialities in the casual ambience of the rustic Suvretta Stube.

Restaurants outside the hotel

Suvretta House is running three mountain restaurants outside the hotel premises. Restau​rant Chasellas, at 1’936 m, with a terrace offering seating accommodation for 45 is in close proximity to the chair lift servicing the hiking and skiing area of Corviglia. Lunch is a whole​some fare but in the evening, chef Robert Jagisch will present you with a blend of cuisine du marché and Italian haute cuisine.

Restaurant Trutz, at an altitude of 2’211 m, has a spacious terrace where you can enjoy savoury meals representing the well known specialities of the area. The restaurant can seat 120 people. It overlooks the Upper Engadine lakes and features a self serve area as well as one where you can be served in comfort.

The Chamanna, at 2’672 m, is located at the foot of Piz Nair and is open only in the winter. There you will enjoy daily specialities from the frying pan or the grill. This will include classic Swiss mountain dishes as well as marvellous raclettes. The terrace can seat 100 and in the restaurant 115 seats are available with service. While having a meal one can enjoy a breathtaking view o f the alpine panorama.
Banqueting halls

The "Suvretta ConBrio Celebrations" banqueting hall complex is the perfect setting for high-calibre events hosted by Suvretta House with the participation of world-famous celeb​rities. The two halls of different sizes with the adjoining foyer also afford a framework for parties, weddings, and family events of all kinds as well as for conventions, incentives, and seminars. “Capriccio” is the smaller room; it is ideal for receptions, banquets, seminars, and conferences. With theatre seating, the larger “Festivo” hall can accommodate up to 350 persons. The banqueting halls with the three-part Atrio foyer and “Anton’s Bar” were designed by Richmond International, the celebrated London-based interior architecture firm. With warm earthy tones accented by subtle blues and Bordeaux reds, the banqueting complex underscores the Belle Epoque style of this Grand Hotel. A special lighting concept makes it possible to create differentiated moods in each of the halls.

A place to celebrate

Many a rapturous wedding has been celebrated at Suvretta House. The “ConBrio” banqueting complex with its discretely partitionable rooms is a fitting venue for the bride and groom’s most unforgettable day, and the small and romantic “Regina Pacis” chapel, built in 1928 and located only a short walk away from the hotel, is the perfect place to exchange vows. Especially for weddings in the summer, Suvretta House is peerless. With its unique situation on the plateau, a comprehensive line-up of resort amenities, and the opportunity to invite wedding guests to experience exhilarating views from a nearby Alpine peak, Suvretta House can address the hosts’ most ambitious expectations.

Rendezvous with international stars

Performances by international stars in the luxury hotel’s festival halls also contribute to the one-of-a-kind Suvretta experience. The long list of celebrities includes famous opera singer Montserrat Caballé, balloonist Bertrand Piccard, Jacques Rogge, the president of the International Olympic Committee, as well as talk master Sabine Christiansen. The “Snow and Symphony” music festival, which takes place every year in late March, and the regularly scheduled “Jazz at Suvretta House” events enrich the agenda of the Grand Hotel with concerts by top-ranking artists from the world of music.

Staff members

Many of the 300 members of the Suvretta team sport a number of stars on the lapels of their uniforms. These symbols express their loyalty to Suvretta House. One star stands for ten complete seasons. All of the hotel’s employees are committed to assuring that Suvretta House guests experience much more than a pleasant stay and think of the hotel as their second home, where nothing is missing and every wish is fulfilled.
